1.2 DESCRIPTION _
The Remote Trax TC30-1 is a fully remote controlled
tractor with a three-cylinder, 33-horsepower diesel
engine. The independent-track hydrostatic propulsion
system has five sealed; Tubricated track rollers per side
with bolt-on drive sprockets.

Current options include 17-5/8" single grouser pads, and
a 66" six-way dozer blade. Contact your dealer for
information on other options.
